September through to November is
spring and the days can be warm. Temperatures
range between 16 C and 25 C. December to
February is our summer with temperatures
ranging from 20°C to 30°C. Autumn from
March to May is also warm with temperatures
mostly in the early 20s during the day.

Waiht College offers three full year levels
