General Requirements: 
 

●​ All residential carers must be 25 years and over.​
 

●​ Except by prior agreement with the school, all students must have their own room within the 
family home, generally sleep-outs or cabins are not accepted.​
 

●​ Waihi College reserves the right to decline any application or not to place students with you, 
without explanation.​
 

●​ Once you become a registered host family with Waihi College, we cannot always guarantee a 
student placement with your family.​
 

●​ Waihi College reserves the right to withdraw a student from a homestay without 
explanation.​
 
Host Families Must Agree To:​
 

●​ Submit a police vetting check (every 3 years) for all persons  aged 18 years or over residing in 
the home, including adults who live in the home periodically, such as weekends, during 
university vacations or who regularly stay overnight in your home or who become part of 
your household.​
 

●​ To be available for an initial homestay assessment interview with all family members present.​
 

●​ To provide at least one character reference for each caregiver​
 

●​ The monitoring process, as required by the Education Code of Practice.  The Homestay 
Manager will visit your home every six (6) months or if two terms or less once (1) in that 
period of time. 
 
General Information:​
 

●​ Being a homestay family should not be relied upon as a constant source of income. Students 
come for short or long stays and when one leaves we may not be able to place a student with 
you again immediately.​
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●​ Homestay payments should be considered more of a reimbursement for costs associated 
with having an additional person in your family rather than an additional source of income.​
 

●​ We are generally only able to accept homestay families who are within one bus stage of our 
school. This is because students like to be able to easily get to and from school and to meet 
their friends at weekends and after school.​
 

●​ Our peak demand periods for homestay families are: late January & July.
